Jack the Ripper killed people in a very poor part of London called
Whitechapel. It is in the eastern part of the city. It is often called the
East End. In 1888, the East End was a very poor section of the city.

Many young girls and
adult women became prostitutes to make money. Life was violent
and hard.

In 1888, Whitechapel became famous because many people were
killed there. Journalists wrote about the murders in the newspapers.
People really liked the stories, so they bought more newspapers.
The newspapers made a lot of money. Writers were happy to write
more stories to make more money. Therefore, the writers paid
attention to the Whitechapel murders. Many newspapers wrote
stories that were not true because they wanted to write interesting
stories.

Bydleli ve velmi malych
domech, které¢ nebyly pfili§ bezpecné. Denné tam umiraly déti,
protoZe nemély dost jidla. Spousta lidi méla problém s alkoholem.
Jini lidé kradli. Mnoho divek a Zen se stalo prostitutkami, aby
vydélaly penize. Zivot byl kruty a t&zky. Mnoho rodi¢t zneuzivalo
své déeti. Nekteti lidé sli do chudobince, protoze tam ddvali tém, kdo
pracovali, jidlo anocleh.

V roce 1888 se okrsek Whitechapel stal slavnym, protoze tam byla
zavrazdéna spousta lidi. Novinafi psali o vrazdach v novinach.
Lidem se ty ptibéhy moc libily, a tak kupovali vic novin. Noviny
vydélaly spoustu penéz. Spisovatelé radi psali dalsi pfibéhy, aby
vydélali jesté vice penéz. Proto vénovali spisovatelé vrazdam ve
Whitechapelu pozornost. V mnoha novinach se psaly nepravdivé
pribéhy, protoze noviny chtély, aby ty piibéhy byly zajimavé.
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Many of the murder victims had similar wounds. Many people
believed that one person was killing many people. One person who
kills many people is called a serial killer. Journalists were excited to
report that a serial killer was in the East End. They knew it was an
interesting story. They knew more people would buy’ their
newspapers. Journalists added some “facts” in their stories. They
hoped even more people would buy their newspapers. People were
interested in reading about the serial killer.

Nobody knew who this serial killer was. Some people called him the
Whitechapel Murderer. Others called him the Leather Apron. His
most famous title was Jack the Ripper. Today, the murderer is best
known as Jack the Ripper.

At first, journalists suspected the murders were done by a gang.
Many gangs were in Whitechapel. These gangs often threatened
prostitutes and killed them.
